al vehicle industry, which saw sa-
lesdipin the last fow yearson acco-
untof regulatory changes and low
offtake during the pandemic pe-
riod.

“The eommereial industry will
grow with trucks and buses expec-
ted to do well... truck sales will im-
proveasmany industries wouldre-
quire more units as they are run-
ning at full capacity,” Mahadevan
stated

Besides, withthe Covid impact wa-
ning and schools, colleges and offi-
ces opening up, it would lead toari-
se in intercity and intracity travel,
aiding thesale of buses, he noted.

“So, bus sales should also go up.
Also, light commercial vehicles
will grow because there has been a
disruptive change in behaviour
and consumer patterns. Ecommer-
ce has grown...8o, what's happe-
ning is that ecommerce will beco-
me a big driver, and last-mile deli-
very will become very, very impor-
tant,” Mahadevan said.

On the outlook for the exports, he
said that the company expects dis-
patches to grow in the current fi-
naneial year compared to FY22,
with the demand scenario impro-
ving across markets. PTI

Ranchi: The Tata Group is plan-
ningtospend ¥3,000 crore on R&D
by FY26 and is set to roll out the
‘First in India’ seating system for
Vande Bharat Express trains
from September 2022, a top offici-
al hassaid.

Thesteel-to-salt conglomerateis
alsotargeting tobe amongthe top
5technology firms in the steel in-
dustry globally by 2030.

TataSteel's Compositesdivision
bagged a Rs 145 crore bulk order
for seating systems of the Vande
Bharat express that includes the
supply of complete seating sy
stems for22train sets, with16coa-
ches ineach trainset.

“These are specially designed
seats, which can rotate 180 degre-
es and have aircraft-style pas-
senger amenities. This is first-in
India'kind of asupply, which will
be executed over 12 months star-
ting September 2022,” Debashish
Bhattacharjee, vice president,
technology & new materials busi-
ness, Tata Steel, told PTL.
omposites indusiry in India
is dominated by institutional bu-
sinesses and is largely dependent
on infrastructure, industrial and
railway sectors. One of the key
initiatives of the composites bu-
siness was to convert to Fibre Re-
inforced Polymer (FRP) applica-
tions where steel is currently be-
ingused. Railways has beenapro-
mising customer for the FRP
(‘nmposlms business of Tata Ste-

el.”
