
another mahapanchayat of
farmers will be organised in
Dausa on February 5 and many
such meetings will be held in
neighbouring districts in com-
ing days. 

“Although the farmers at the
mahapanchayat have called for
Delhi march, a committee will
take a final call on whether to go
to Delhi or join the agitation at
Shahjahanpur border in Alwar,”
he said. 

After the mahapanchayat,
farmers submitted a memoran-
dum to the sub-divisional mag-
istrate against the farm laws. 

Lakshman Singh Khinchi,
BJP general secretary in Kota,
said the Modi government has

offered farmers to resolve the
standoff through dialogue,
which indicates sensitivity of
the government. “All the three
farm loans are beneficial for the
farmers but despite that, the
government has shown intent to
keep the farm laws on hold for
some time due to protests by the
farmers,” he said. Farmers are
agitating against the Farmers’
Produce Trade and Commerce
(Promotion and Facilitation)
Act, 2020, the Farmers
(Empowerment and Protection)
Agreement on Price Assurance
and Farm Services Act, 2020,
and the Essential Commodities
(Amendment) Act, 2020 since
November 26, 2020.

Stop Meghwal’s entry to 
Bikaner: Cong leader 
Amid the farmers’ agitation, a
Congress leader has said union
minister of state Arjun Ram
Meghwal will be stopped from
entering Bikaner district. 

Meghwal is the MP from
Bikaner. 

“A total of 70 farmers have
sacrificed their lives for the
movement and the BJP-led gov-
ernment is still adamant. We
will not let him (Meghwal) enter
our district. The public has not
voted him for clapping in parlia-
ment only and if he comes to
Bikaner, he will have to face the
inevitable,” Congress leader

Gopal Gehlot said in a video
message. After the message,
Congress workers staged a pro-
test and stopped Ravi Meghwal,
son of Arjun Meghwal, while he
was on his way to attend a shop-
opening ceremony in Rampura
Basti of Bikaner. 

The district BJP leaders were
not available for comments. 

Ravi Meghwal, after register-
ing an FIR against those who
stopped his vehicle, said, “It is
unjustified to protest against the
family members. They are free
to hold protest against the gov-
ernment and the minister, but
disturbing and targeting the
family members is not good for
democracy.”

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KOTA/BIKANER:  Farmers in
Rajasthan organised a maha-
panchayat at Mehandipur Balaji
village in Dausa district and
gave a call for Delhi march on
February 7 to support the agita-
tion against the Centre’s three
farm laws.

Gujjar alleged that the Centre
is pro-corporate and is insensi-
tive towards the farmers agitat-
ing under open sky in winter
chill.

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JAIPUR:  The second phase of
Covid-19 vaccination will begin
in Rajasthan on February 4, in
which employees of the police
department, nagar nigams, zila
parishads and revenue depart-
ment will be inoculated, officials
said. 

A health department official
said about 500,000 employees,
60,000 in Jaipur, have been
identified for the second phase
and they have been registered on
CoWin app. “The vaccination of
health staff will be there till Feb-
ruary 3 and in some places it
would stretch till February 6.” 

He said the state has adequate
stock of vaccinations. “Till date,
12,66,000 doses have been
received which include 1,72,000
of Covaxin and the rest are Cov-
ishield doses. The state has
received 2,48,650 doses for the
phase II of vaccination.” 

The preparations for the sec-
ond phase are going on and the
frontline employees are being
sent messages, the official said.

In Rajasthan, vaccination
started on January 16 and till
date over 330,000 frontline
workers have been inoculated
against the target of over
476,000. The state has reported
144 adverse cases after immuni-
sation. 

On Monday, 16 districts of
Rajasthan reported zero cases of
Covid-19. Jaipur recorded 30
cases, and the number was in
single digit in the remaining dis-
tricts; no death was reported.
The active cases in the state have
come down to 1948.. 

The state has issued new
guidelines allowing opening of
cinema halls, swimming pools
and other facilities outside the
containment zones with 50%
occupancy from February 8.

Phase 2 drive to start in 
state from February 4

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JAIPUR:  After an advisory issued
by the Indian Cyber Crime Coor-
dination Centre, the cybercrime
units of all the police districts in
Rajasthan are alert to curb
phishing attempts, which may
be made using fake links, web-
sites and rogue applications on
social media in the name of
CO-WIN App. 

According to the state police
data, in 2020, out of 621 cases of
registered cyber crimes, 157
were reported from Jaipur city.
In 2019, out of 1,074 cyber crimes
cases, 430 were reported from
the state capital. 

A senior police official, who
didn’t wish to be named, said
that a letter was shared by the
Threat Analytical Unit (TAU) of
Indian Cyber Crime Coordina-
tion Centre to state regard the
possible threat. 

“The TAU in their letter said
that these fake apps can possibly
install malware to automatically
steal personal Information, lock
personal files and demand
money; may collect personal
data . It has been reported that
fraudsters are using lookalike
names of CoWIN app, appar-
ently created by unscrupulous
elements to sound similar to the
upcoming official platform of
Government of India for man-
agement of COVID vaccination
programme,” the official said. 

Co-WIN (Covid Vaccine Intel-
ligence Network) has been devel-

oped as an extension to the exist-
ing electronic Vaccine Intelli-
gence Network (eVIN) app
which aims to streamline and
regularize the vaccine flow of the
immunization supply chain in
general while Co-Win is a com-
prehensive cloud-based IT solu-
tion for real time monitoring of
Covid-19 vaccine delivery and
distribution exclusively for
Covid by the centre. 

“Phishing attempts may be
made using fake links, websites
and rogue applications on social
media in the name of CO-WIN
App. These fake apps can possi-
bly install malware to automati-
cally steal personal information,
lock personal files and demand
money: may collect personal
data,” the letter written from
TAU reads. 

Another police official from
Jaipur city said, “In order to save
from the phishing attempts, we
suggest that any user should not
download and install mobile app
from any unknown websites.”

“Any information regarding
COVID related material, Apps
may be obtained from govern-
ment authorized websites. Avoid
clicking on unfamiliar links
shared on any instant messag-
ing, social media platform,
etc,”the official added 

“Few people have approached
us that they had downloaded
such apps through link on mes-
sage. We are trying to trace the
pathway and source in order to
reach to the accused,” the official
further added. 

Phishing in name of 
CoWin application, 
cyber units on toes 

ALWAR:  Another good news
comes from the Sariska Tiger
Reserve (STR), where tigress
ST-14 has been spotted with a lit-
ter of three cubs. 

“While her two cubs were
caught on camera earlier, her
third cub was spotted near Dabli
village on Monday night,” forest
officials said. 

With this, STR has become
home to 23 tigers -- 11 adults, 5
sub-adults and 7 cubs. STR field
director RN Meena told HT that
the first cub of ST-14 was caught
on camera on December 1, fol-
lowing which monitoring was
strengthen on the movement of
the tigress in Sukola, Naldi,
Chopda and Dabli. As a result,
the second cub was also spotted
January 14. Now, the third cub
has also been seen, he said.

Tigress ST-14 is the third
tigress, who has littered three
cubs. Earlier, ST-10 and ST-12 lit-
tered three cubs, ST-12 twice.

Main objectives of the research
were to identify pre-migration
staging areas, migratory stop-
overs and wintering grounds
along the flyways to India
through tagging of cranes and
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JODHPUR:  A demoiselle crane
tagged in Transbaikal, a moun-
tainous region in Russia, has
been spotted near Khinchan vil-
lage in Jodhpur district, bird
experts said on Tuesday. 

The experts claimed that the
crane travelled 4,368 km to
reach Jodhpur, the longest dis-
tance covered by a tagged
migratory bird recorded so far.

A bird watcher, Sewaram
Mali, saw the tagged crane in
Khinchan village on Sunday and
reported it to bird expert Dr
Dau Lal Bohra, who is associ-
ated with the international net-
work engaged in tracking of
migratory birds. 

After verification, Bohra said,
“The crane was tagged on
August 2,  2019 by Oleg
Goroshko near Novy Dutulgui
village in Transbaikal. This is
the second winter for this crane
in India.” 

He said the last signal from
this bird was received on Janu-
ary 17. 

“Until January 17 , this crane
was in Gujarat in Kutch
between Arabian sea coast and
Manavadar. This is the second
crane found this winter season
that was tagged, but it covered
the most distance to reach
here,” Bohra said. 

“Under the international
project of “1000 Cranes”, demoi-
selle cranes were tagged with

subsequent tracking. In 2018,
demoiselle cranes tagged in
Russia and Mongolia were
sighted in Rajasthan and Guj-
arat, where their wintering
grounds are located,” he added.

According to the report,
“Threats to cranes at wintering
grounds in India”, published by
the Severtsov Institute of Ecol-
ogy and Evolution in the Rus-
sian Academy of Sciences,
power lines pose dangers to
migratory bird in Rajasthan. 

“More than 1000 lethal elec-
trical poles are near feeding and
roosting sites, and collisions
with electric wires are a major
issue for demoiselle cranes’
mortality. Nineteen cranes died
in 2012 due to electrocution
near a feeding station. At the
end of 2019, as many 47 demoi-
selle cranes were electrocuted.
The other threats are plastic
and sewage water pollution,
semi-wild dogs and heavy salt
water,” the report said. 

Bohra said Rajasthan and
Gujarat are important for
migratory and wintering cranes.
“Work on identifying threats to
cranes and other birds should
be conducted with a focus on
places determined through
crane tagging and tracking. It is
necessary to identify where the
electric power lines have the
greatest negative impact on
birds during migration and in
wintering grounds, as well as
what types of pesticides cause
their poisoning,” he said.

UDAIPUR:  The district police
arrested three nursing students,
who allegedly lifted expensive
bikes and sold them in the mar-
ket to live a lavish life.

The accused, Ravi (26), resi-
dent of Chandrapol area in Ban-
swara district, Mitendra Singh
(25), resident of Aaspur area in
Dungarpur district and Azrud-
din alias Ajju (26), resident of
Rashmi area in Chittorgarh dis-
trict, were produced by the
Hiran Magri police in a local
court, which sent them to
14-day judicial custody on Tues-
day, the police said.

During initial questioning,
the accused revealed that they
wanted to live a lavish life and
for this they started lifting
motorcycles from posh colonies
of the city a month before the
lockdown, said Hanuwant
Singh, the station house officer
(SHO) of Hiran Magri police Sta-
tion. “During the lockdown,
they used to leave their houses
in the name of study and when
police stopped them on the way,
they showed them their identity
cards,” he added.

The police officer said the
accused had hidden the stolen
motorcycles in the jungles of
Kaladwas area of Udaipur and
were planning to sell them in
the market. HTC

THREE NURSING 
STUDENTS HELD 
FOR STEALING 
EXPENSIVE BIKES
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JAIPUR:  Close to an hour-long
meeting between former chief
minister Vasundhara Raje and
Union home inister Amit Shah
on Monday late evening came
as a surprise for many and
stirred political talks. 

Raje’s frequent meetings
with senior BJP leaders in the
last one week have become the
point of discussion among the
state and central leaders. 

In the last one week, national
BJP vice-president Raje has

met BJP chief JP Nadda, Union
ministers Rajnatah Singh, Nitin
Gadkari and Dharmendra
Pradhan, and Rajasthan
incharge Arun Singh. 

A senior leader familiar with
the developments said nor-
mally a meeting with Shah lasts
for 10-15 minutes because of his
busy schedule, but with Raje it
went on for close to an hour.
“This probably is first in-per-
son meeting of Raje with Shah
after a long time.” 

He said the disagreement
between Raje and Shah has
been talked about in the past

but this time it is learnt that
differences have been bridged.

“Raje’s distance from the
party organisation, especially
from the political activities in
Rajasthan, is visible and would
have been discussed with Shah.
She as national vice-president
of the party could also be given
important responsibility,” said
the leader. 

However, people close to
Raje called it a courtesy meet-
ing. Raje will come to Rajast-
han before the assmebly ses-
sion begining from February
10.

Raje’s meeting with Shah in 
Delhi stirs political buzz
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JAIPUR:  The Anti Corruption
Bureau (ACB) on Tuesday
arrested IPS officer and former
Dausa superintendent of police
(SP) Manish Agarwal in connec-
tion with the Dausa bribery
racket. 

“Agarwal has been arrested
on charges of graft. A team of
ACB is carrying out searches at
the premises of the Agarwal,”
said Bhagwan Lal Soni, director
general (DG), ACB. 

Dinesh MN, ADG, ACB, said
while Agarwal was arrested,
bail of his middlemen Neeraj
Meena was rejected by an ACB
court in Jaipur. 

On January 14, two sub-divi-
sional magistrates (SDMs)
Pinky Meena (Bandikui) and
Pushkar Mittal (Dausa), along
with Neeraj Meena, were
arrested. 

During investigation, it was
found that the IPS officer tar-
geted the complainant with
mutual consent to extort
money. “On December 23, the
SP had issued an order to all the
SHOs of the district to submit a
factual report on pits dig in
their area,” an ACB official had
said. “Is finding the size of a pit
the job of a SP?” the ACB official
asked. 

A construction company
owner, who had got a contract
of the Delhi-Mumbai Express
Highway under the Bharatmala
Project, had complained to the
bureau against the accused
SDMs. 

The SDMs allegedly
demanded bribe in lieu of help-
ing the contractor in land acqui-
sition and not obstructing the
construction work. When the
contractor refused, the SDMs
allegedly harassed him.
